MASTER ARTICULATION/COLLABORATION AGREEMENT

Ovaltine Community College

and

Williams High School

Based upon the mutual concern for the continued growth of students pursuing Partnerships for College & Career Success (PCCS) Programs of Study and in an effort to provide a continuing articulated program that builds on past learning experience and eliminates unnecessary duplication of instruction, we mutually subscribe to the following:

1.
Students who have completed identified, articulated high school courses with a minimum grade point average of 2.00 on a 4.00 scale (3.00 on a 5.00 scale) AND have met the required student learner outcomes and proficiency levels listed in the individual Programs of Study articulation agreements will be granted college proficiency credits.

2.
In order to develop a Program of Study, a PCCS Team will be established at each local site.  This team will consist of at least one academic instructor, one technical instructor, one counselor, and one administrator.

3.
Work-based and/or work-site learning opportunities, as well as integration of academic and technical classes, will be provided to students at the secondary level.

4.
Inservice activities and training sessions will be available for secondary and postsecondary instructors, counselors and administrators.  Communication of these activities will be coordinated through the OCC PCCS Coordinator.

5.
Guidance and support for Programs of Study selection will occur at the secondary level and will continue at Ovaltine Community College through individual and/or group counseling sessions.

6.
The high school is responsible for completing a OCC PCCS Enrollment and Proficiency Credit Form/Application for Admissions Worksheet for each course for which the student may receive proficiency credit.  This form must be forwarded to the OCC PCCS Coordinator after appropriate signatures are obtained.

Upon receipt of a OCC PCCS Enrollment and Proficiency Credit Form/Application for Admissions Worksheet, a representative from OCC will meet with the student to discuss course choices and educational guarantees and to complete an Ovaltine Community College Application for Admission.
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8.
Ovaltine Community College will provide an applied science skill competency guarantee. To receive this guarantee, the student must have met with an OCC adviser and signed the appropriate forms.  A student who earns proficiency credit for the first course in a sequence while still in high school and subsequently enrolls in the next level course in the sequence at OCC and who does not perform satisfactorily in the next course may be required to enroll in the first course again.

9.
Information obtained from the PCCS Enrollment Forms will be used by Ovaltine Community College to generate a list of all students enrolled in PCCS Programs of Study at the beginning of each semester.  This list will be forwarded to the appropriate Regional System Director/Representative for reporting purposes.  At the end of each semester, Ovaltine Community College will generate another list of all enrolled students to be forwarded to the high school for verification of proficiency.

10.
All proficiency credit will be awarded and entered on a Ovaltine Community College transcript after the student has successfully completed the articulated course.  Tuition will be waived for these proficiency credits. 

11.
The college courses covered by the individual Programs of Study articulation agreements are designed to lead to the Associate of Applied Science degree or certification of proficiency.  Specific student learner outcomes and proficiency levels will be attached to the individual Programs of Study articulation agreements.

12.
This Master Articulation Agreement will be in effect upon signing of all parties and will allow the sharing of educational information between the high school and Ovaltine Community College.  Any concerns for review and/or proposals for revision should be submitted to the PCCS Coordinator who will forward concerns to the Vice President, Academic Services and other appropriate persons.   Either party with a 30-day advance notice may terminate this agreement.  In such case, students completing an articulated course prior to the termination date will be considered for proficiency credit.  The individual programs of Study articulation agreements associated with this Master Articulation Agreement will be reviewed annually to ensure continuity of instruction between secondary and postsecondary levels. 
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
