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This module takes the reader to a web site where students' most predictable errors are shown and corrections are illustrated through Flash animation. This website can be used by students for self-study to review English grammar. It can also be used by ESL or English instructors in grading a student's composition. The web site is http://faculty.ccc.edu/selbaum. 

In some ways, this module resembles the one by Jerry Pinkham in which he color-codes errors by type. However, in this case numbers are used rather than colors. By placing a code on the student's paper (such as V-1 for a missing -s on a verb), the teacher leads the student to correct his or his own mistakes. For each grammar rule there is also a simple short test so that the student can determine his/her level of mastery of the rule.

There are two doors for entry into this site. Door One leads to a site designed for intermediate to high-level students of English as a Second Language. Door Two is for native speakers of English.
