 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Illinois Community College Board, in conjunction with the Illinois Board of Higher Education and the Illinois State Board of Education, is offering free workshops for higher education faculty in your region this spring. Two of the workshops are also open to k-12 faculty who will be participating in the mentoring focus.

· Mentoring site orientation– 3 hrs
What’s it about?
This workshop is for higher education faculty who work with pre-service teachers.  The workshop introduces a new, free website containing many answers for new teachers to help with their questions concerning the use of technology in the classroom.  The site also provides connections for on-line mentoring.  Representatives from K-12 institutions who wish to participate in the mentoring focus are also invited to this session.

How will I benefit?
If you have future teachers in your classrooms, they will thank you for introducing them to this repository of resources. If you work in a K-12 building, there are people on your staff who would find this site very helpful.

· Train the mentors – 4 hrs
What’s it about? 
This workshop is designed to train those persons who have volunteered to serve as mentors on the web site. A member of the Collaboratory Project at Northwestern will be with us to conduct training on the interactive portion of the mentoring site. 

How will I benefit?
Attending this workshop is very important to your understanding of how the site will function.

· Technology in the 21st Century Classroom – 3 hrs
What’s it about?
This workshop introduces a web site with tremendous resources along with over 100 teaching modules for higher education developed through a partnership of four Illinois universities and twelve community colleges. This web site received national recognition when awarded the Digital Education Achievement Award in the Best of the Web competition in 2004.

How will I benefit?
You will gain access to modules in the areas of math, science, humanities, and communications along with a wealth of general resources and adaptable concepts for other curricular areas.

· Train the trainer – 2 hrs
What’s it about?
This workshop is designed for persons who are responsible for professional development supervision in their institutions.  All three of the PT3 web sites will be introduced in this session. One web site is primarily for higher-ed faculty, one is for pre-service teachers, and one is for facilitating on-line mentoring. 

How will I benefit?
You will gain free access to three major resources that will be of
interest to the teachers in your institution. For your convenience, handouts and training materials are also housed on the sites.

The sessions are an outgrowth of the federal “Preparing Tomorrow’s Teachers To Use Technology” grant.

· Mentoring site orientation – Anyone who wishes to participate in this mentoring endeavor should attend this workshop. K-12 faculty and/or administrators who intend to introduce the mentoring site to others in their institutions will learn about the resources that are available. University and college education faculty will have the opportunity to pick up a new resource to share with their pre-service teachers.
· Train the mentors – If you have already volunteered to serve as an online mentor on the site or if you are only considering making that commitment, attending this workshop will help to insure your success as a mentor. You will learn about the logistics of the Nexus community arrangements in the Collaboratory and will then be prepared to participate fully. Also, if you are a K-12 administrator who plans to encourage your new teachers to use the site, you would benefit from understanding the options open to those teachers.
· TECHNOLOGY IN THE 21ST CENTURY CLASSROOM – This workshop introduces faculty to the PT3 website that has been established through the partnership of four universities and twelve community colleges in Illinois. The site contains over 100 teaching modules for higher education classrooms in the areas of math, science, communications, and humanities. These modules show how technology can be used as an instructional tool and the concepts (if not the content) of many of these modules can also be adapted for use in other classes. (For example, this workshop has been popular with early childhood educators and teachers in nursing programs.) This nationally recognized web site contains a large number of general resources for teachers as well - web site links, information on state standards, glossary of technology terms, etc.

· Train the trainer – Many previous attendees of the workshops have taken our web sites and materials back to share with their colleagues. If you are a previous attendee or are involved with professional faculty development in your institution, attending this workshop will facilitate your efforts to make the most of the three web sites developed through the PT3 project.
